Jesus of Nazaretly Pope Benedict XVI
A Life of Jesusby Shusaku Endo

In early 2007, Pope Benedict XVI wratdook published by Doubleday, on the life of €hdalledJesus of
Nazareth.This book is a brilliant theological narrative whits an expression of the Pope’s “personal seancthé face
of the Lord.” It is reflective, intelligent and waksearched. The reader must be willing to stapnofind meditate on
what they have read, for the narrative is packeid soth biblical passages that reflect a theolo¢gaapproach to dis-
covering Jesus. This, the first of two books toabigten, begins with Jesus’ baptism in the Jordaah iacludes his pub-
lic ministry, Peter’s confession of faith and theafisfiguration. It tells the message of Jesus abwle who live now
may come to have a living relationship with himpBd@enedict says, “What did Jesus actually bringbkbught God.
He brought the God who formerly unveiled his conatece gradually, first to Abraham, then Moses &edorophets....
He brought God and now we know his face, now weaainupon him. Now we know the path we humans hauake
in this world. Jesus has brought God and with Gmdttuth about our origin and destiny: faith, hepel love.” Pope
Benedict expresses the hope that he will live lengugh to write Part Il of his life of Jesus. Thaok will include the
infancy narratives as well as the later part otigele.

A parallel book, which is more of a&toirical approach to discovering Jesus, is by Shugado and is called
Life of Jesuslt was published by Paulist Press several decagtesEando says of his book, “This is the whole dfeJe-
sus. It stands out clean and simple, like a siGfiimese ideograph brushed on a blank sheet of plapes so clean and
simple that no one could make sense of it, andneocould produce its like.” Endo takes the readtr the Judean hill-
side to follow Jesus in his ministry. He placesuddsa the historical context of the time so that teader understands his
message more fully. He writes in the first pers@oses questions about Jesus’ life and then wiesiswer them. The
book is readable, profound and perceptive but iceytaot a theological treatise.

Both books bring Jesus to life and make us awafgoofs presence in today’s world. You will find théoth
in the Catholic library at the back of the Churckecommend the first for you thinkers who wantdee Jesus more and
the second for you lovers who want to think abesud more.
